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The decline in cycling generally thr
swamped by motor cars, making riding
began to change. Mountain bikes had arrived. Road Racing gained in popular-
ity and people began to appreciate the healthier value of cycling. Several fami-
lies moved out of the London area to settle in this part of Kent and Southborough
Wheelers benefited. Alf Obbard (ex Bellingham Wheelers) was the prime mover
in constructing the c¢clubdés own cl ubh
did much for the club. This was originally a superb looking building made from
old builders huts, but vandals began to reduce its elegance. This is where we
played football against San Fairy Ann for several years. One of our stars was
John Harding (ex Eltham Paragon). We also played a cycle polo match at Croy-
don, where our star was Pete Wall (ex Norwood Paragon).

The greatest benefit to Southborough from the London overspill was Pete Crofts
(ex East Surrey Road Club). He led many gentle clubruns, took Youth Hostel
trips and led many tours for youngsters. Some trips took them to France. He
was already a racing star on track, road racing and time trialling. He inspired our
riders to reach great heights. In earlier years, Ron Hayward, Clive Ashby, the
Orchard twins, Clive and Graham, and the Withers twins, Malcolm and Geoff had
led the time triallists, but now Pete Crofts encouraged Paul and Dave Abraham,
Dave Harding, lan Silvester and Matthew Miles to faster times and club records.

The ladies had a more sketchy history. Dawn Chivers (later Hayward) was the
first successful racer, then Pam Wells (later Manser) joined the club briefly and
set new records. Carole Gandy had a short stint with Southborough and broke
all the records again. I n the 198
Jean Smith, Hazel Whitehouse, Val Peachey and Maureen Wall, all vied for fast-
est times. The Club was on a high.

Tonbridge by-pass had opened in 1974 and a fast 10 course was created. The
1970s and 1980s saw huge fields for open events. Some were promoted by the
Club. Tony and Val Peachey were club members then and did a lot to see the
success of so much time trialling.

Warwick continued to steer the club throughout this period with Ron Hayward,
his wife Veronica and Robin Howard maintaining the clubroom. Ron and Veron-
ica also did much catering for events both locally and at open time trials.

Change took place in 1989 when the vandals eventually managed to burn the
clubroom to the ground. We moved once or twice and eventually settled on our
present site at the Borderers clubroom. Phoenix had arisen from the ashes.

At this point
we were simply concentrating on
getting to the next stop as Paris
seems like a lifetime away. How far
we still had to cover | had no idea.

It continued to rain heavily and we
set off again with the pace group. We
kept turning the wheels and the
stage from Doullens to Amiens was
going pretty well until my chain came
off again! After the last effort getting
back to the group | was pretty furious
but said to Chris
Same procedure but this time | was
even more cold and tired so it took
longer. Huffing and puffing | got the
chain back on and cracked on trying
to regain the peloton.

The roads were windier at this point
so | di dndt have t
flashing red lights in the distance and
the rain was harder than ever.
Finally, | got within site of the pace
group only to find one of the back
markers prostrate on the ground
having lost all grip on a roundabout.
2 other riders had stopped including
Chris so we were reunited again but
we were unsure of the condition of
our fellow rider. A combination of
exhaustion and shock meant we had
to peel him off the road. Fortunately
he was ok if a little shaken and we
decided that it was a warning to us
all and we gingerly rode the last ten
miles of the stage into Amiens.

We manage to get over
and crack on with second wind
finally kicking in and the finish in
sight.

We had long since given up the
hope of re-joining the lead group but
taking strength from the miles that
Chris and | have trained together in
preparation, we managed a furious
pace to the last feed station at
Pontoise before Paris. On the way
we became aware that the 24 hour
time limit would be close and heavily
dependent on traffic into Paris. We
resolve to forfeit food refill our bottles
head straight out for the last stage
without delay.

Pontoise i Eiffel Tower ! It is after
10am in the morning and the
banlieues north west of Paris are
getting busy with people the day
after Bastille day. Fortunately the
roads are not that busy and we are
able to manage a good pace and
maybe run a few red lights on the
way into Paris! With about 25
kilometres to go we begin to see the
buil dings of La
commercial district. | start to believe
that we can make it to Paris and look
at the clock and realise we have
made up some good time.

Chris and | press on as Paris
becomes more and more familiar
especially for Chris who used to live
and work there. We get through the
banlieues unscathed and cross the

bridge into downtown Paris at
Courbevoie.

We start getting excited and Chris and
| continue to quicken at the thought of
the finish. Before we do there are
various cycling monuments to pass on
the way. From La Défense we climb
up the hill towards the Arc
deTriomphe. Exhausted and as a
consequence emotional, we reach the
Arc and turn right avoiding the traffic
onto the cobbles of the Champs
Elysées.

finish and thought about all our
sponsors, the charities that we were
helping and even the fact that Brad
Wiggins should be riding down the
very same route here the first ever
British Tour de France winner this
coming weekend. A tear may have
been shed !

One more right turn at the end of the
Champs Elysées and Chris and | head
towards the Eiffel Tower. 400 more
metres and one grumpy Parisian later
who tried to take me out on the last
set of traffic lights we arrive at the
finish in the shadow of the Eiffel
Tower. It had stopped raining and the
support at the finish line was fabulous
and big thanks to old friends Fiamma

finish. We make the finish line in
23hours and 38mins!

In summary it will not go down as the
most enjoyable 24 hours of my life but
